Atty Frith Stewart reviewed the application and found it to be in compliance with city ordinances.  Johanna made a motion to accept the application.  Paul seconded and the motion was passed.   The bond payment was included with the application.
Susan stated a resident had removed a tree without an application, and representatives of the Tree Board had dropped off an application to him soon after the removal was noticed last month.  There has been no response from the resident.  Becky will speak with the resident before further action is taken.
Jeff Noble reported he misplaced the application we had submitted for $1500 grant and is in the process of re-creating it.  He suggested July would be good timing to submit the request for a grant to support our annual picnic. 
Paul made a motion to pay Staggs Pavement Maintenance, Inc $275 to repair the potholes on Kings Hwy at the Speedway and at the intersection of Gladstone and Montrose.  Jayne seconded and the motion was passed.  

Becky presented several quotes for lawn care and Chris made a motion to contract with Wayne’s Lawn Service, Inc for lawn care at a cost of $3159 effective July 1. Paul seconded and the motion was passed.   
Chris made a motion to enact and ordain Ordinance #2 Series 2011 concerning the Budget.  Jayne seconded and the motion was passed.      
Paul made a motion to enact and ordain Ordinance #1 Series 2011 concerning Ad Valorem tax rate.  Johanna seconded and the motion was passed.  

Paul made a motion to accept the personal service contract for the city attorney presented by Stephen C Emery.  Jayne seconded and the motion was passed.  This was a unanimous vote by an individual roll call of each commissioner.
Jayne reported there were 2 stop signs vandalized in the last 2 weeks—one was painted and one had a bent frame.  A light pole was backed into and has been repaired, but the cover globe has not yet been replaced and the light bulb has stopped working.  Paul stated the workmen prioritize orders and due to the recent weather this would be a low priority.  Jayne made a motion to contract with KT Signs to replace the frame around the vandalized stop sign for $75.  Becky seconded and the motion was passed.
