Atty Lynch reviewed the application and found it to be in compliance with city ordinances.  Johanna made a motion to accept the application pending her inspection of the sidewalk.  Jayne seconded and the motion was passed.   The bond payment was included.
Rita presented a summary of Tree Board services including tree maintenance management, tree removal ordinance enforcement, educational displays at the annual picnic, landscaping recommendations for public places to maintain the attractiveness of the neighborhood, and tree inventories to maintain diversity and document the worth of the trees in the event of a natural disaster.  She presented a revised Tree Board budget proposal showing a reduction of $3300 from the original budget of $11,000.  This revised proposed budget does not include the cost of water, or the cost of removal or replacement of any City trees, or grounds keeping.
Paul made a motion to reimburse Susan Melcher $14.08 for petunias at the flagpole and reimburse Johanna $73.38 for the spring hunt mailing, and $18.59 for plastic eggs. Chris seconded and the motion was passed.  Johanna did not vote.  
Becky made a motion to have the second reading of Ordinance #1 Series 2011 concerning the ad valorem tax rate.  Paul seconded and the motion was passed.  The ordinance was read.   
Becky made a motion to enact and ordain Ordinance #1 Series 2011.  Paul seconded and the motion was passed.  

Paul made a motion to spend up to $75 for a Courier Journal ad announcing the annual Kingsley yard sale.  Johanna seconded and the motion was passed.

Paul made a motion to have the first reading of Ordinance #4 Series 2011 regarding retaining the city attorney and the review of a personal service contract. Chris seconded and the motion was passed.  The ordinance and personal service contract were read and discussed.
