MEETING MINUTES
October 6, 2011
PRESENT: Council members Paul Stratman, Chris McCoy, Jayne Schneider, and Beryl Brown; Treasurer Nan Schlindwein; Strathmoor Police Officer Jim Carter; City Attorney Steve Emery; Guests Tom Schlindwein and Tree Board members Susan Melcher and Phyl Breuer.
The meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m.
MINUTES: The September minutes were reviewed. Chris made the motion, seconded by Jayne, to approve as presented. They were unanimously approved.
TREASURER’S REPORT: Nan presented the monthly bills. Special invoices included a stamp purchase ($10.56) and the annual post office fee ($96.00) to Nan. Paul made the motion to approve the regular and special bills, which was seconded by Jayne and unanimously approved. The bank account balances as of September 30 are:
General checking: $91,163.95
MRA savings: $33,398.46
MRA checking: $3,500.45

Nan reported that she will transfer money from general checking that has come in from tax payments and transfer to general savings. All but two tax payments have come in and she will send out reminders to those two residents.
  
POLICE REPORT: Officer Carter presented the police report.  
TREE BOARD REPORT: No permits were presented. Susan reported on a residential tree that appeared to be in decline. A letter was written to the homeowner informing them of the state of the tree. The homeowner subsequently contacted Susan saying that the tree was a border tree and they were unsure who the tree belonged to and that they did not want to take down the tree. During the annual inspection of City trees, the arborist also looked at the tree and said it was dangerous. The Tree Board will let the homeowner know of the arborist report. If not taken care of, they would like to have the arborist write an official report to present to the homeowner. They requested permission to spend $85 for this report. Jayne made the motion to approve the spending of $85, which was seconded by Beryl, and unanimously approved.  Also during the annual tree check, the Greenhaven arborist noted work that needed to be done to city trees. Most of the needed work the Tree Board members feel they can do themselves. Next month they will present the work that Greenhaven will need to. The board is currently working on our Tree City USA application. 

ATTORNEY REPORT: Nothing presented.

NEW BUSINESS: A construction permit was presented by Suzanne and Chris Chase, 2396 Sydney Avenue, for a privacy fence and driveway. A $500 bond and $10 fee permit were included. The permit was reviewed by the city attorney and was found within city ordinances. Paul made the motion to approve pending sidewalk inspection, seconded by Jayne, and the motion was unanimously approved.
Chris reported that council minutes are now on the City’s website. He is also working on the citizen survey. He will make revisions, send to other commissioners for approval, and the survey will go out with the next newsletter.
Jayne reported that the Halloween parade is scheduled for 7 p.m. on Sunday, October 30th. Brightside Clean-up scheduled for the 22nd of October, 9:30 a.m. She suggested while doing the clean-up, the street signs be checked for needed replacements or repairs. 
OLD BUSINESS: Jayne stated that the annual city picnic went well. She will be submitting receipts for the grant of $1500.00.
